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D.2 BIRDS

The following list is primarily compiled from bird sightings in the
study area during the 1989 field season. Species names and taxonomic
order follow Cadman et al. (1987). Confirmed and probable breeding, using
the criteria outlined in the Ontario Breeding Bird Atlas (Cadman et al.,
1987) are indicated by "Co" or "Pr".

Most of the records here are incidental observations made during site
vigits. Carol and Alan German visited the site on May 15 and 16, 1989 as
part of the McIlwraith Field Naturalists of London birding course, and
supplied a list of records. Three spring migrants were recorded by them
in the site during 1988, but not during 1989. These species have also
been listed. BAn early morning bird walk was made through the site on June
30, by Jane Bowles and Laurie Consaul, but no birds were seen or heard
on that occasion which had not, already been recorded. Lists of visits
dates are presented in Table 1. Below is a list of observer codes used to
annotate the list.
