Please find attached a Statement of Operation. 
 
Q1. What version of JDE is the City currently running? 
A1. We are currently on XE, but will be upgrading to 9.X sometime in the next couple of years. 
 
Q2. Is there a management letter from previous year’s we can review? 
A2. There were two items on the Management Letter from last year, one related to one exception in 

payroll time sheets authorization and two recommendations related to the estimated value of 
substantial completion of our projects that are eligible for financing under the Urban Works 
Reserve Fund. 

 
Q3. Have the prior auditors reviewed the systems and were they able to take a controls based 

approach and rely on the systems? 
A3. Yes and Yes. 
 
Q4. Are all systems administered by the same individuals, in one location, using the same ITGC 

processes and procedures? 
A4. The majority of systems are administered using consistent process in our IT department, there 

are a few systems such as KRONOS time recording in Payroll, that are administered 
departmentally. 

 
Q5. Are any systems outsourced? 
A5. Some applications systems are third party vendors, but the majority of critical systems including 

our ERP and Payroll our in house. 
 
Q6. Can you provide the underlying database management systems and operating systems for the 

in-scope systems? 
A6. Database management is a combination of either Oracle or Microsoft SQL Server, our operating 

systems are all Microsoft operating systems, we are transitioning to Windows 7. 
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Q7. Can you provide a list of the other Boards and Commission systems that are within scope of the 
annual audit (include OS and database information)? 

A7. Most instances include a download of transactional data provided to the auditors from the 
various systems of the Boards and Commissions. 

 

LTC - The accounting system we use here is SAGE - PFW, which runs on Windows.  In the 
past, any transaction listings or ledgers required for the audit have been exported by us from 
our system in a format selected by the auditor so there is no need for the auditor to be familiar 
with the system. 

 

Library - Sage Accpac ERP on MS Windows server with SQL; we also use MS Excel 2007. 
 

Health Unit - Financial ERP = Microsoft GP Dynamics (SQL Server), and we run off a MS 
platform. 

 

London Convention Centre - We now use a booking/Accounting system by the name of 
Ungerboeck.  We used to have Accpac but are just finishing the switch. 

 

Covent Garden Market - We use Yardi Enterprise Property Management software from Yardi 
Systems for our accounting, Simply Accounting for payroll and have Windows XP Professional 
as our operating system.  We also use Microsoft Office 2007 for reports. 

 

London Hydro - JDEdwards for our G/L, Purchasing, A/P, Inventory, Fixed Assets 
SAP for billing, payment processing, work order processing, we also outsource payroll to 
Ceridian for Executive payroll (~ 9 employees only) and to ADP for all other employees. The 
time entry system is an in-house program. 

  
London Middlesex Housing Corporation - Our accounting system utilizes Yardi Enterprise 
software. Most public housing organizations in Ontario, as well as many property management 
firms in Canada use this same software. All of our accounting functions are performed on it, and 
it also includes a large database of current and past tenants. It is housed on a SQL server.

Q8. Can you provide a network diagram?  
A8. Yes we do have a diagram that will be available upon the award of the RFP. From an overview 

perspective we have 70 different locations, one data centre, with both voice and data, we have 
our own fibre and we do contract out some managed network services for WAN. 

 

Q9. Do you have a web-site that users can make payments? 
A9. Yes, we accept payments for our CLASS system on-line and certain building department 

permits 
 

Q10. Can City staff access systems remotely? 
A10. Yes a small number of staff use Go to my PC.
